	PARATY Paraty is a historically preserved city of Baroque architectural beauty, located on the Costa Verde and 247 km south of the city of Rio de Janeiro.As a typical 18th century Brazilian colonial city, Paraty’s architecture has character, originality and definition, forming a harmonious architectural ensemble. The region is well known for its alambiques–distilleries of cachaça, which is the basic alcoholic drink used to make Brazil’s most famous drink: the Caipirinha.
	IGUASSU FALLS Located on the border between Brazil, Argentina and Paraguay, the Iguassu Falls are a unique spectacle that attracts tourists from all over the world. They are made up of 275 different waterfalls which, when joined together, fall 80m in height.On the Brazilian side, the Falls are part of the 425,000-hectare National Park, whose main attraction is the incredible views, and which displays enchanting fauna and flora and allows boat trips on the river, hikes along the trails and bike rides, as well as adventure activities such as rafting, kayaking and abseiling.
	SALVADOR Salvador, the vibrant capital of Bahia, is a city rich in Afro-Brazilian culture and history. Its historic center, Pelourinho, a UNESCO World Heritage site, boasts colorful colonial buildings, cobblestone streets, and lively music. Visitors can explore the iconic Elevador Lacerda, offering stunning views of the Baía de Todos os Santos, and visit the impressive São Francisco Church, famous for its baroque architecture and gold-plated interiors. Salvador’s coastline features beautiful beaches like Porto da Barra and Flamengo. The city is also known for its lively Carnival, capoeira performances, and Bahian cuisine, with highlights such as acarajé and moqueca. Salvador blends history, culture, andnatural beauty, making it na unforgettable destination.
	MANAUS The gateway to the Amazon rainforest, Manaus has many attractions: fishing, ecological tourism and pleasant walks along the region’s rivers. Itis also famous for being located in a freeshopping zone. The local cuisine is exotic and tempting, including freshwaterfish, including the mythical piranha, andt ropical fruits found only in this part of the world. A visit to Manaus should include the Teatro Amazonas, a silent witness to the region’s Rubber Age; the Museu do Índio, which houses a rich collection of indigenous handicrafts; the floating port, an admirable work of British engineering; and the famous Meeting of the Waters, where the darkwaters of the Rio Negro meet the pale brown of the Rio Solimões, flowing to get her without mixing,and later forming the famous Rio Amazonas.
